Read Acts 2:41-47 
 
1. It might sound a bit cheesy, but can you start by asking people what they 
appreciate about Life Group. Which aspects of being in Koinoœnia, do people most 
appreciate? (The point of this question is to begin by focusing on the positives!) 
 
2.Here are 4 things the believers “devoted themselves” to . . . 

• The Apostle’s Teaching 
• The Fellowship  
• The Breaking of Bread 
• The Prayers 

 
Which of these are you most “devoted to” as a Life Group? 
Can you rank them in order from 1 to 4, showing which you are most devoted to as 
a Life Group at number 1, and which you are least devoted to at number 4? 
Is there anything you feel you need to do anything differently as a Life Group as a 
result of what you learned through discussing question a) above? 
 
3. What can we do as a Life Group to move closer to this early church model? 
Discuss your answer in relation to each of the following aspects of early church life: 

• 43Everyone was filled with awe, and many wonders and miraculous signs 
were done by the apostles.  

• 44All the believers were together and had everything in common 
• 45Selling their possessions and goods, they gave to anyone as he had need. 

46Every day they continued to meet together in the temple courts. They broke 
bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts
