Read: Psalm 130:1-8

How important do you think perseverance is, when we “cry” to God during
difficult circumstances?

What does it mean to “fear” God, in a right way? (v4)

What does it look like to hope “in his word” (v5) and “in the Lord” (v7)? What
are you “waiting” for in your Christian life?

In verse 8 the psalmist is looking forward to a day when God saves his people
from all their sins. We're told elsewhere in the New Testament to look forward
to Jesus second coming — in what ways can we do this? Is this even
important?
