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Dancing before the Lord
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2 Samuel: chapter 6

1. Reading the whole chapter (which we didn’t do on Sunday), and using
anything else you know about the life of David, why do you think David
danced before the Lord (vs 21) with all his might (vs 14)?

2. The death of Uzzah (verse 7) seems to our minds excessively severe. Why
did God kill Uzzah? (Answer: See 1 Chronicles 15: 2, 13-15) and how did this
affect David’s worship?

3. David and Michal demonstrate two opposite and extreme views towards
dancing. Michal was concerned with what other people would think (2 Samuel
6:20) whereas David danced with all his might (vs 14) before the Lord (vs 21).
Where, between those two extremes, do you find yourself on the average
Sunday at church?
