Genesis 18 
 
As God calls Abraham and chooses to reveal His purposes to him and involve him in 
His plans so God has chosen to do the same with us. God reveals his character and 
purposes to us and increases our faith every step of the way.  As we get to know 
God’s nature and plans we should be increasingly drawn into prayer that God’s “will 
be done”.

How does this fit we what we know of God in the rest of the 
story of Abraham and the rest of the Bible?

5. Can you define what intercession is?  How does it differ from other types of 

prayer? 
 

6. What things do you find helpful in bringing you to prayer?  In what contexts do 
you find it most easy to pray?  What practical things can you do to help you 
grow in prayer?
